The Fresenius sustainability department has struggled for a long time to be effective
with limited resources and a fragmented business structure, with little group level target
setting and oversight. There has been a relative lack of centralised management information,
including the absence of a single human resources database. This has resulted in
implications for business strategy setting and oversight. From our discussions with the
company, we believe that progress should be forthcoming as the business structure is being
simplified. The group is on a clear path to quantified ESG-related KPIs for material issues of
medical quality/patient satisfaction and employee engagement being embedded in
performance incentive plans. Fresenius also explained that they are now aligning corporate
strategy around a newly articulated central mission of "advancing patient care".
